Notes on the 1997 Lail Vineyards, J. Daniel Cuvee

Our winemaker, Philippe Melka, notes that the 1997 “exhibits a saturated, opaque dark red color.  The extreme intense nose of blackberries, cassis and chocolate provides a sense of depth, complexity and richness.  The mouth is full,  dense and concentrated.  The finish is amazingly long, characterized by sweet tannins and layers of vanilla, blackberries and red cherries.”

Notes from Robert Parker

“The most brilliant wine to date is the 1997 J. Daniel Cuvee…The dense ruby/purple colored wine boasts a lavishly pure nose of blackberries, cassis, minerals, licorice, chocolate and toast.  It is expansive, with the vintage’s tell-tale richness, sweet tannin, and outstanding ripeness and concentration.  The persistent finish lasts for nearly 40 seconds.  It possesses a sweetness that gives it the impression of being ready to drink, but I suspect much more will emerge with aging”
